Mayor Clifton called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. in City Hall.  Councilmember Travis Ferguson gave the invocation and Mayor Clifton led the pledge of allegiance.

Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion to adopt the minutes from the work session on December 11, 2014 and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion.  The vote was taken and the results were Mayor Clifton, Mayor Pro Tem Burt and Councilmember Elliott were ayes. Councilmember Travis Ferguson and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson abstained. 

Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made a motion to adopt the minutes from the Regular meeting on January 12, 2015 and Mayor Pro Tem Burt seconded the motion.  The vote was taken and the results were Mayor Clifton, Mayor Pro Tem Burt and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson were ayes. Councilmember Travis Ferguson and Councilmember Elliott abstained. 

Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion to adopt the minutes from the work session on February 3, 2015 and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion.  The vote was taken and the results were Councilmember Solomon Ferguson, Mayor Pro Tem Burt and Councilmember Elliott were ayes. Councilmember Travis Ferguson and Mayor Clifton abstained. 

Councilmember Travis Ferguson made a motion to adopt the minutes from the Regular meeting on February 9, 2015 and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion.  The vote was taken and the results were Councilmember Solomon Ferguson, Councilmember Elliott, Councilmember Travis Ferguson and Mayor Clifton were ayes.  Mayor Pro Tem Burt abstained. 

Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion to adopt the minutes from the Public Hearing on March 9, 2015 and Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion.  The vote was taken and the results were Councilmember Travis Ferguson, Mayor Pro Tem Burt and Councilmember Elliott were ayes. Councilmember Solomon Ferguson and Mayor Clifton abstained. 

Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion to adopt the minutes from the Regular Meeting on March 9, 2015 and Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion.  The vote was taken and the results were Councilmember Travis Ferguson, Mayor Pro Tem Burt and Councilmember Elliott were ayes. Councilmember Solomon Ferguson and Mayor Clifton abstained. 
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Councilmember Elliott made a motion to adopt the minutes from the work session with Talbot County on March 12, 2015 and Mayor Pro Tem Burt seconded the motion.  The vote was taken and the results were Mayor Clifton, Mayor Pro Tem Burt, and Councilmember Elliott were ayes. Councilmember Travis Ferguson and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson abstained. 

Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made a motion to adopt the minutes from the work session on April 7, 2015 and Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion.  The vote was taken and the results were Mayor Clifton, Councilmember Travis Ferguson and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson were ayes. Mayor Pro Tem Burt and Councilmember Elliott abstained. 

Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion to approve the March 2015 Treasurer’s report as presented and Councilmember Solomon made the second.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

A proclamation was presented to Bob Patterson declaring March Mission Madness Week March 20-22, 2015 was a success.
 
A proclamation was read declaring the month of April 2015 being Child Abuse Month.  Emilie Parham was presented the proclamation Councilmember Elliott made a motion to adopt the proclamation and Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Councilmember Travis Ferguson made a motion to approve invoice from Vigilant/Applied Intelligent $19,870.00 Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Councilmember Travis Ferguson made a motion to approve invoice for PF Moon in the amount $148,169.75 to be paid out of 2013 Water Bond and Mayor Pro Tem Burt seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Councilmember Elliott made a motion to approve invoices from Hofstadter & Assoc. $4,445.75 to be paid out of 2013 Water Bond and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion to approve the invoice from Interstate Electrical Supply Inc. $ 38,168.14 to be paid out of 2013 Water Bond and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made a motion to approve invoices from Interstate Electrical Supply $230.34 to be paid out of 2013 Water Bond and Mayor Pro Tem Burt seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)
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Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion to approve the invoice from Cornerstone Communications $5,128.50 to be paid out Splost and Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Councilmember Travis Ferguson made a motion to approve the invoice from Radio Wholesale $4,000.00 to be paid out Splost and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

The Planning & Zoning Board appointment was tabled.

Mayor Clifton informed the council that Business Association is having a Yard sales Galore on April 25th.  He also mention the city wide clean up on April 20 – May 3, and reminded the council of the budget work session meeting on April 23, 2015 @ 12.

Mayor Clifton made a motion to quick claim the deed for the Landfield to The City of Manchester and Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

A vote was taken and the results were Mayor Anthony D. Clifton, Councilmember Travis Ferguson, Councilmember Pattisue S. Elliott, and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson (4 ayes).  Mayor Pro Tem Burt abstained.

Mayor Clifton discussed possible rezoning the Nebula Road Property.  The council would like some options on zoning classications.  This subject was tabled and will be placed on the work session agenda on April 23, 2015.

Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion to adjourn and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

The meeting was adjourned at 5:35 p.m. in City Hall.
