Mayor Clifton called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. in City Hall.  Mayor Pro Tem Burt gave the invocation and Mayor Clifton led the pledge of allegiance.

Regular Meeting minutes for June 9, 2014 & Public Hearing Minutes for June 9, 2014 were tabled.

Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion to adopt the minutes of the Special Called Meeting July 7, 2014 and Councilmember Elliott made the second.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3ayes)

Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion to approve the June 2014 Treasurer's report as presented and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

Meriwether County Commissioner Bryan Threadgill was present and wanted to request to try again on setting up a time to meet with the Commissioner about recreation. The current agreement will expire on July 31, 2014. Commissoner Threadgill will advise he will communicate with the council if a meeting can be schedule for July 21, 2014 with the Commissioners.
Councilmember Elliott made a motion to approve invoice for Wade Tractor to be paid in the amount $$11622.98 from 2014 Splost and Mayor Pro Tem Burt seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion to approve invoice for Hofstadter & Assoc. to be paid in the amount $3105.09 from 2013 Bond and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

Councilmember Elliott made a motion to approve invoice for Crawford Grading to be paid in the amount $27,066.42 from 2013 Bond and Mayor Pro Tem Burt seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

City Manager Storey reminded the council of the Terrific Tuesday event happening for the next 5 weeks. Also informed council she would get bids for paving the walking track around the mill pond. 
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Mayor Clifton made a motion to adopt an ordinance amending chapter 50 of The Code of Ordinances of The City of Manchester, Georgia, to add definitions for compression brake and engine brake, to add provisions prohibiting the use of such braking systems on streets and roadways within the city, to provide for an effective date and for other purposes.  Mayor ProTem Burt seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.

Councilmember Elliott made motion to adopt the updated Nuisances Ordinances Chapter 38- Environment of The Code of Ordinances of The City of Manchester, Georgia and Mayor Pro Tem Burt seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.

Mayor Pro Tem Burt made motion to approve the Intergovernmental Agreement with Meriwether County concerning incinerating animal carcasses.  Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.

Mayor Clifton made a motion to enter in executive session to discuss potential legal matter and Mayor Pro Tem Burt seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.  (3 ayes)

Mayor Clifton made a motion to re-open the regular meeting and Mayor Pro Tem Burt second the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.  (3 ayes)

Mayor Clifton announced potential legal matters were discussed and no action was taken.

Councilmember Elliott made a motion to adjourn and Mayor Pro Tem Burt second the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.  (3 ayes)
