MINUTES

OF THE REGULAR MEETING

OF THE MANCHESTER CITY COUNCIL

OCTOBER 13, 2014
5:00 P.M.

COUNCILMEMBERS PRESENT: Mayor Anthony D. Clifton, Councilmember Travis L. Ferguson, Councilmember Solomon Ferguson and Councilmember Pattisue S. Elliott.

NOT PRESENT: Mayor Pro Tem Bruce Burt.
OTHERS IN ATTENDANCE:  City Attorney Nathan Lee and City Manager Kathy M. Storey.

Mayor Clifton called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. in City Hall.  Councilmember Travis Ferguson gave the invocation and Mayor Clifton led the pledge of allegiance.

Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made a motion to adopt the minutes for Public Hearing August 11, 2014 and Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion.  A vote was taken Mayor Clifton, Councilmember Travis Ferguson and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson were 3 ayes and Councilmember Elliott abstained.

Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made a motion to adopt the minutes for Regular Meeting September 8, 2014 and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (4 ayes)

The minutes for the September 30, 2014 Special Called Meeting were tabled.
Councilmember Travis Ferguson made a motion to approve invoice for EAS in the amount $13,939.00 and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (4 ayes)

Councilmember Travis Ferguson made a motion to approve invoice for Vigilant in the amount $22,000.00 and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (4 ayes)

Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made a motion to approve invoice for Air Force to be paid in the amount $11,765.00 from Splost and Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (4 ayes)

Councilmember Travis Ferguson made a motion to amend the agenda to approve invoice from Hofstadter & Assoc. and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (4 ayes)

Mayor Clifton made a motion to approve the invoice from Hofstadter & Assoc. for the amount of $10,000.00 to be paid out of 2013 Bond funds. Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion and a vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (4 ayes)
Councilmember Elliott made a motion to reduce the distilled spirits, beer & wine fee to $1,200.00 for the year of 2015 only. This is a one time only fee and all city business – property taxes and utilities accounts must be paid.  Mayor Clifton seconded the motion and a vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (4 ayes)
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City Manager Storey advised that Trick or Treating will be on October 31, 2014 between 6:30 to 8:30pm.
Mayor Clifton made a motion to change the lease for the gun club to Monroe Hilderbrand from Matt Johnson. Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion and a vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (4 ayes)
City Manager Storey reported that the Fall Fishing Day was successful and also Veternan’s Day Parade will be November 1, 2014 @ 11:00am.  Railroad Days is this weekend.
Mayor Clifton made a motion to approve a loan for $10,000.00 from the DDA to Antionette Turner at 3% interest for a term of three years and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (4 ayes)

The equipment & technology fee per ticket was discussed City Attorney Lee will move forward with preparing an ordinance to be approved at next month’s meeting.
Mayor Clifton made a motion to adjourn and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (4 ayes)

The meeting was adjourned at 5:23 p.m. in City Hall.
