MINUTES

OF THE REGULAR MEETING

OF THE MANCHESTER CITY COUNCIL

SEPTEMBER 8, 2014
5:00 P.M.

COUNCILMEMBERS PRESENT: Mayor Anthony D. Clifton, Mayor Pro Tem Bruce Burt, Councilmember Travis L. Ferguson, Councilmember Solomon Ferguson and Councilmember Pattisue S. Elliott.
OTHERS IN ATTENDANCE:  City Attorney Nathan Lee and City Manager Kathy M. Storey.

Mayor Clifton called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. in City Hall.  Councilmember Travis Ferguson gave the invocation and Mayor Clifton led the pledge of allegiance.

Councilmember Elliott made a motion to adopt the minutes for Regular Meeting Minutes July 14, 2014 and Mayor Pro Tem Burt seconded the motion.  A vote was taken Councilmember Elliott, Mayor Pro Tem Burt and Mayor Clifton (3 ayes) and Councilmember Travis Ferguson and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson abstained.
Councilmember Elliott made a motion to adopt the minutes for Joint Meeting July 21, 2014 and Mayor Pro Tem Burt seconded the motion.  A vote was taken Councilmember Elliott, Mayor Pro Tem Burt and Mayor Clifton (3 ayes) and Councilmember Travis Ferguson and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson abstained.

Councilmember Elliott made a motion to adopt the minutes for Work Session Minutes July 23, 2014 and Mayor Pro Tem Burt seconded the motion.  A vote was taken Councilmember Elliott, Mayor Pro Tem Burt and Mayor Clifton (3 ayes) and Councilmember Travis Ferguson and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson abstained.

Councilmember Elliott made a motion to adopt the minutes for Work Session Minutes July 24, 2014 and Mayor Pro Tem Burt seconded the motion.  A vote was taken Councilmember Elliott, Mayor Pro Tem Burt and Mayor Clifton (3 ayes) and Councilmember Travis Ferguson and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson abstained.

Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion to adopt the minutes for Regular Meeting August 11, 2014 and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion.  A vote was taken, Mayor Clifton, Mayor Pro Tem Burt, Councilmember Travis Ferguson and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson (4 ayes) and Councilmember Elliott abstained.
Councilmember Solomon made a motion to adopt the minutes for Special Called Meeting August 14, 2014 and Mayor Pro Tem Burt seconded the motion.  A vote was taken, Mayor Clifton, Mayor Pro Tem Burt, Councilmember Elliott and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson (4 ayes) and Councilmember Travis Ferguson abstained.

Councilmember Travis Ferguson made a motion to approve the August 2014 Treasurer's report as presented and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

A proclamation was presented to Richard McIntyre declaring American Legion Day will be September 16, 2014.
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Invoice for Pierce Construction $49,086.39 was approve last month.
Mayor Clifton made a motion to approve invoice for Kemp’s Carpet to be paid in the amount $15,292.85 from Splost and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Invoice for MJR Solutions $ 32,732.00 was approve last month.
Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion to approve invoice for Woolford Contracting to be paid in the amount $22,760.00 from Splost and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Councilmember Travis Ferguson made a motion to approve invoice for Crawford Grading to be paid in the amount $15,365.20 from Splost and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion to approve invoice for Crawford Grading to be paid in the amount $41,926.28 from 2013 Bond funds and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made a motion to approve invoice for Ed’s Public Safety to be paid in the amount $13,670.00 from Splost and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Mayor Clifton made a motion to amend the agenda to discuss accepting the 2014 CDBG Grant, opening a bank account for 2014 CDBG Grant, $1,000.00 donation for Railroad Day, and 2013-2014 Budget Resolution and Mayor Pro Tem Burt seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Mayor Clifton made a motion to accept the 2014 CDBG Grant in the amount of $500,000.00 and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Mayor Clifton made a motion to open 2014 CDBG Grant checking account at F&M Bank and Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Mayor Clifton made a motion to donate $1,000.00 from hotel/motel tax to Downtown Development Authority for Railroad Day and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion to adopt the 2013-2014 Budget Resolution and Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Mayor Clifton made a motion to appoint Pat Turner to the Meriwether County Library Board of Trustees and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)
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Councilmember Elliott discussed the alcohol pouring license permit.  She wondered if reducing the rate would help sell the permit and give the business owner a chance to see if it is worth purchasing.  Several different situations were discussed but nothing was agreed on. 
City Manager Storey discussed the camera and sign is in place and the doors would be installed to lock the entrance to the dumpster next week.  The dumpster will be open from 7 to 7 daily.  She also mentioned the Fall Fishing at the reservoir would be October 11th. City Manager Storey also informed council that the fall cleanup will run from September 22, 2014 thru October 6, 2014 and that she was working on property taxes and the Library was requesting equipment.

Mayor Clifton made a motion to approve the agreement with Utili-Vision for $346,300.00 to repair the 4 water tanks and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Mayor Clifton made a motion to approve the contract from Pyrotecnico for July 3, 2015 – subject to the attorney’s approval.  Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion.

A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Mayor Pro Tem Burt discussed with council cutting the timber on Sprayfield #4.  Mayor Clifton made a motion to move forward with cutting the timber on Sprayfield #4 and Mayor Pro Tem Burt seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Mayor Clifton made a motion to adopt GMEBS Ordinance & Trustees and Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Mayor Clifton made a motion to adopt GMEBS Participation Agreement and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Mayor Clifton made a motion to enter in executive session to discuss real estate and Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Mayor Clifton made a motion to enter back in to regular session and Mayor Pro Tem Burt seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

Mayor Clifton announced no action was taken.
Mayor Clifton made a motion to adjourn and Mayor Pro Tem Burt seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (5 ayes)

The meeting was adjourned at 6:28 p.m. in City Hall.
