MINUTES
OF THE REGULAR MEETING
OF THE MANCHESTER CITY COUNCIL
OCTOBER 12, 2015
5:00 P.M.



COUNCILMEMBERS PRESENT:  Mayor Mike J. Brening, Councilmember Travis L. Ferguson and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson.

NOT PRESENT: Mayor Pro Tem Bruce S. Burt and Councilmember Pattisue S. Elliott.

OTHERS IN ATTENDANCE:  City Attorney Nathan Lee, City Manager Kathy M. Storey, Rick Morris, River Valley Regional Commission.

Mayor Brening called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. in City Hall.  Councilmember Travis Ferguson gave the invocation and Mayor Brening led the pledge of allegiance.

The minutes from the Public Hearing September 14, 2015, the Regular meeting September 14, 2015 and Special Called Meeting September 29, 2015 were tabled.

Councilmember Travis Ferguson made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report August 2015 and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

Councilmember Travis Ferguson made a motion to amend the agenda to approve the September 2015 Treasurer’s Report and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

Councilmember Travis Ferguson made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report September 2015 and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

Councilmember Travis Ferguson made a motion to amend the agenda to approve the new agreement for employee health insurance plan and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made a motion to approve the new agreement with GMA for employee health insurance plan effective January 1, 2016 and Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

Rick Morris, River Valley Regional Commission, was present and explained to the council about the Service Delivery Strategy with Talbot County.  He is requesting Council approve a two year extension of the update that is due.  In the meantime the Commission make changes to existing and make sure they are up to date.  
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Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made a motion to approve the extension on the existing agreement for 2 years and Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

Councilmember Travis Ferguson made a motion to approve the refund for sales tax to Mando $11,100.20 and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

Mayor Brening made the motion to increase the Sewage Dumps Tickets to $100.00 and Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made a motion to approve opening a new checking account to receive police fines via credit card and Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

Mayor Brening made the motion to pay an invoice from DeZurik in the amount of $11,868.00 and Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made a motion to award the paving bids for East Main Street to Robinson Paving $89,000.00.  A second bid received from Wolford Contracting was for $124,990.30.  Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

Mayor Brening updated the council on the grass maintenance on Main Street and how much he appreciated Recreation Department for doing a professional job.  He also announced the employee luncheon will be October 30, 2015 at the Baptist Church and the council will be paying the bill for the caterer.

City Manager Storey reminded the council of the Special Called Meeting at noon on October 13, 2015 and Railroad Days on October 17, 2015.  She also wanted to inform the council that Celebrations of Trees has been cancelled. 

Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made a motion to adjourn and Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

The meeting was adjourned at 5:33 p.m. in City Hall.
