MINUTES

OF THE MANCHESTER CITY COUNCIL
SEPTEMBER 14, 2015

COUNCILMEMBERS PRESENT:  Mayor Mike J. Brening, Councilmember Pattisue S. Elliott and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson.

OTHERS IN ATTENDANCE:  City Attorney Nathan Lee, City Manager Kathy M. Storey, and Code Enforcement Bill Duck, Manchester Fire Chief Jolivette

Mayor Brening called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. in City Hall.  Councilmember Solomon Ferguson gave the invocation and Mayor Brening led the pledge of allegiance.

Councilmember Elliott made a motion to approve the minutes from Regular Meeting August 10, 2015, Minutes of Work Session August 19, 2015 and Minutes of Special Called Meeting August 31, 2015 and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3ayes)

Casper Woods and several other city residents were present to address the overgrown lot on Glen Fowler.  Code Enforcement Bill Duck explained the process and what has transpired in the past years.  When the property owner changes hands it is very difficult.  The entire process has to start over.  City Attorney Lee suggested a procedure but would check to see if the law would prohibit the legal action.

Meriwether County School Supt. Tim Dixon undated the council on the school system and recognize there were some issues and told the council it would take the entire community to work together to correct those issues.  He wants to visit each community and find out what their ideas and needs are and how they feel I should proceed forward with future.

Fire Chief Jolivette discussed with council the minor updates to the Meriwether County Mitigation Plan.  This plan is designed for disaster that occurs in the county.  He also discussed the new ISO rating that the city received as a result of hard work by all departments.  The city received a 3 for the new city ISO rating.   
Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made a motion to adopt the Resolution for Meriwether County Hazard Mitigation Plan and Councilmember Elliott. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3ayes)
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Councilmember Elliott made a motion to approve the donation for $1000.00 to Railroad Day Event and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made a motion to set the millage rate at 17.667 and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

City Manager Storey updated the council on the qualifying results and announce that there would not be an election in November.  She also informed the council that Perry Street will be paved within the next week and announce the Fall Clean Up date are September 28 thru October 11, 2015.

Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made a motion to zone Map137 Parcel 036 to RE Estate and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

Councilmember Elliott made a motion to adopt the amended Ordinance for Occupation/Regulatory Fees and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made a motion to approve the agreement for Meriwether Chamber of Commerce Hotel/Motel Tax and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

Mayor Brening made a motion to enter in executive session to discuss potential litigation and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.  (3 ayes)

Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made a motion to reopen the regular meeting and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.  (3 ayes)

Mayor Brening announced no action was taken on litigation. 

Mayor Brening made a motion to amend the agenda to discuss gas refunds.  Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

Councilmember Elliott made a motion to authorize gas refunds for January 2015 billing and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)
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Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made a motion to adjourn and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous. (3 ayes)

The meeting was adjourned at 6:12 p.m. in City Hall.
