Mayor Brening called the meeting to order at 5:01 p.m. in City Hall.  Councilmember Travis Ferguson gave the invocation and Mayor Brening led the pledge of allegiance.
Councilmember Travis Ferguson made a motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting October 12, 2015 and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made the second.  A vote was taken and the results were Ferguson, Ferguson and Brening 3 ayes, Burt and Elliott abstained.
Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting November 9, 2015 and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made the second.  A vote was taken and the results were Solomon Ferguson, Elliott, Burt and Brening 4 ayes, Councilmember Travis Ferguson abstained.

Councilmember Travis Ferguson made a motion to reappoint City Clerk Kristen Price, City Attorney Nathan Lee, Judge John Gilson to another year.  Also appointed Doug Westberry for City Manager.  Mayor Pro Tem Burt seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.  5 ayes
Councilmember Travis Ferguson made the motion to approve the Inmate Guard position to a full time position with benefits.  Mayor Pro Tem Burt seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.  5 ayes
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Councilmember Travis Ferguson made a motion to approve 10% pay raise to recreation secretary due to the agreement with Meriwether County.  Mayor Pro Tem Burt seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.  5 ayes
Councilmember Elliott made a motion to leave the department committees as stands and Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.  5 ayes
Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made a motion to reappoint Pinson Garrett and Atticus Mathis with term expiring December 31, 2018, to the Planning and Zoning Board.  Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.  5 ayes
Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made a motion to appoint Wanda Crowder and Brian Carlisle with term expiring December 31, 2019, to the Downtown Development Authority.  Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.  5 ayes
Councilmember Travis Ferguson made a motion to reappoint Mary Kathryn Jenkins, Katricia Mosley, and Lucille Leonard with term expiring December 31, 2019, to the Manchester Housing Board.  Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.  5 ayes
Councilmember Elliott made a motion to reappoint Travis Ferguson, Anthony Clifton, Tanner Glisson, John Sanders, and Michael Taylor with term expiring December 31, 2016, to the Recreation Advisory Board.  Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.  5 ayes
Councilmember Travis Ferguson made a motion to amend the agenda to discuss the striping on East Main Street.  Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.  5 ayes

Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.  5 ayes
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Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made the motion to remove Kathy Storey and replace with Doug Westberry on the signature card for the checking accounts.  Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.  5 ayes
Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made the motion to approve the minutes from the public hearing on November 9, 2015 and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were Solomon Ferguson, Elliott, Burt and Brening 4 ayes, Councilmember Travis Ferguson abstained.
Councilmember Travis Ferguson made a motion to reappoint Councilmember Solomon Ferguson to CAFI Board and Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were Brening, Elliott, Ferguson and Burt 4 ayes, Councilmember Solomon Ferguson abstained.
Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion to pay invoice for Crawford Grading $60,979.75 from CDBG2014 and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.  5 ayes
Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion to approve lease agreement on the Dolly Madison property with the Callaway Foundation and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.  5 ayes
Councilmember Elliott made a motion to approve the contract for July 3rd Fireworks and Councilmember Travis Ferguson seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.  5 ayes
Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion to forgive The President Theatre for their property tax Bill#2491- 2015 in the amount of 344.74 due to their tax exempt status. Councilmember Solomon Ferguson seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the results were Brening, Solomon Ferguson, Travis Ferguson and Burt 4 ayes, Councilmember Elliott abstained.
Councilmember Travis Ferguson made the motion to approve the Flint River Gun Club Lease agreement for 01/01/-2016 to 12/31/2016. Councilmember Elliott seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.  5 ayes
Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion to adjourn and Councilmember Solomon Ferguson made the second.  A vote was taken and the results were unanimous.  5 ayes
The meeting was adjourned at 6:03 p.m. in City Hall.
