After the Roll Call by City Manager Westberry, with all Members present, Mayor Brening called the meeting to order at 5:02 p.m. Council Member Travis L. Ferguson provided the opening prayer, followed by Mayor Brening leading in the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.  

MINUTES FROM PRIOR MEETING

Council Member Travis L. Ferguson made a motion to approve minutes from January 11, 2016 as written, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Burt.  The vote was unanimous.

TREASURER’S REPORT FOR JANUARY 2016

Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion to approve the January 2016 Treasurer’s Report noting the question concerning the Southcrest 2013 Debt Service Acct. # 140374 line item to be explained by the Financial Officer on the following day.  Also, that the bank statements had not yet been received from all banks.  The motion was seconded by Council Member Elliott. The vote was unanimous.

ADMINISTRATIVE AND FISCAL

Financial statements and accounts payables as presented as follows:

An invoice from Smith & Gray Electric in the amount of $12,489.85 for work performed at the main lift station.  Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion, seconded by Council Member Travis Ferguson to pay the invoice.  The vote was unanimous.

An invoice from Crawford Grading in the amount of $47,472.98 for the 2014 CDBG Project.  Mayor Brening made a motion, seconded by Council Member Solomon Ferguson to pay the invoice.  The vote was unanimous.

An invoice was presented from Pavement Technologies in the amount of $20,000.00 for the purchase of an asphalt reclaimer machine.  Mayor Brening described the benefits of the piece of equipment which will be paid for from the SPLOST account and used to address the pot hole problem in the city.  Mayor Pro Tem Burt made a motion, seconded by Council Member Travis Ferguson to pay the invoice.  The vote was unanimous.

Council Member Elliott made a motion, seconded by Council Member Travis Ferguson to adopt a Resolution to Amend the 2015-2016 Fiscal Budget to Provide for Changes in the Revenues and Expenditures in the General Fund.  The vote was unanimous.


MAYOR’S REPORT AND COMMENTS

Mayor Brening shared information about the free Curbside Recycle Program in detail stating that his goal was to reach 500 participants from the 250 current users. 

 
CITY COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORT AND COMMENTS

Council Member Elliott thanked Mayor Brening for his success in contacting representatives of the Georgia Department of Transportation to have the Perry Street paving project corrected.

Council Member Travis Ferguson stated that he was looking forward to seeing the asphalt reclaimer put to use to do a more thorough and quicker job on the potholes.


CITY MANAGER REPORT

City Manager Westberry made a request for citizens to contact him by phone, email or in person with any concerns they had with deficiencies within the city.  He said that although Facebook is a good communication tool, it was not the best way to connect with city staff as they did not have time to monitor Facebook on a regular basis.  The city manager referenced a swing set located in one of the city parks that was unsafe and taken down for replacement after a council member noticed it was mentioned on Facebook.  


CITY ATTORNEY

OLD BUSINESS

Mayor Brening confirmed that the 2017 Budget Work Session Retreat was scheduled for February 23, 2016 beginning at 9:00 a.m. at the Recreation Center.

A Resolution to Terminate Deferred Comp Plan with the Georgia Municipal Association and Met Life was tabled to be included in the March 14, 2016 Regular City Council Meeting.
